Getting to Know Mr. “C” and Mr. “F”:
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Mr. Corbett’s Junior Class:

Greetings and salutations! This has been a wonderful 
year full of blessings! This being my first year at 
Trinity, I wasn’t sure how the transition would be 
between a Christian school and the public school 
system. All I can say is…”Praise the Lord!” It has been 
a tremendous blessing working with the students, staff, 
parents, Board and society members of Trinity. 

Well, it has been an action-packed, productive, 
eventful, high octane, dynamic, enthralling, energetic, 
industrious year! In other words…we've covered much 
curriculum! Here's a brief overview of Grades 1-4:

Language: Students were very excited about letter 
writing as they took the opportunity to reach other 
pupils in communities up north through penpal letters. 
Students saw this as a form of outreach by asking pen 
pals if they knew Christ as their Savior.  

Math: Students enjoyed creating 3-D structures with 
toothpicks and mini-marshmallows. (Some structures 
did not last as many became snacks.)

Science: As a culminating activity in our earth and 
space unit, students constructed and exploded 
volcanoes. A truly explosive event! 

Environmental Studies: A tremendous amount of effort 
and detail went into the designs of Medieval Times 
villages and castles.

We have had a wonderful year! I have nothing but great 
things to say! I taught Bible, Music, JK-SK French and 
Art. In this newsletter, I would like to focus on Art and 
Bible. 

Art: We have worked on landscape paintings using water 
colours; students also drew portraits of their classmates 
and then finished them in oil pastel. Furthermore, we 
used the design principle of balance, in which students 
used a picture they liked from a magazine, cut it in half 
and drew the other side. In JK-SK, we became messy 
with paints and mixing colours! It is truly a gift from 
God to have the opportunity to watch the children create 
in their own unique styles. 

Bible: I truly treasure this special time that we have to 
share what is on our hearts and become closer to God. 
We are growing together and sharpening one another as 
we look into God's instruction book for our lives. We see 
that He is always faithful to His people as we read 
through the stories of people in the Old and New 
Testament, such as Abraham, Elisha, The Shunamite 
Woman found in 2 Kings 4 and the life of Jesus and His 
disciples. We have also looked at stories of Christians 
such as the limbless Nick Voichick, whose life has 
inspired people around the world to realize that God has 
a plan and purpose for our lives.

! ! Ingredients:

1 1/3 c. baking soda for courage.

2 5 c. of water to clean

3 1 1/2 c. all-purpose flour to build 

up the person you forgive with 

love .

4 1 1/2 c. whole wheat flour - this 

bit adds the extra-mile

5 1 tsp. baking soda for a little extra 

courage!

6 1 c. buttermilk - God is our glue - 

He holds us together!

7 1/4 c. honey for sweetness, give 

your friend a high five!

8 2 tbs. salt, for topping - salt helps 

to heal like medicine

! ! Directions

1. In a non-aluminum stock pot, 

dissolve 1/3 cup baking soda in 5 

cups water. Bring water to a boil, 

and then remove from heat. 

Preheat oven to 400 degrees F 

(200 degrees C).

2. In a large bowl, combine all dry 

ingredients. Stir in buttermilk and 

honey until dough pulls together. 

Turn dough out onto a lightly 

floured surface, and knead briefly 

to form a firm dough.

3. Divide dough into 12 equal pieces. 

Roll each piece into a cylinder 

approximately 12 inches long. 

Form into classic pretzel shape. 

Pinch ends to seal. Dip pretzels in 

baking soda solution and then 

place on lightly greased cookie 

sheets.

4. Sprinkle pretzels with salt, and 

bake in preheated oven until 

golden brown, about 10 minutes.
